Noise pollution in our villaee

The local Drinkstone gun club has been very active this year and have had shoots or
practice on twelve Saturdays so far this year. Our Local Councillors and the Parish
Council have been asked to help control this totally unacceptable noise pollution.
Surrey Council have formulated some useful rules following pr.oblems there, and
these have been copied to Mid Suffolk Council.
Their advice can be summarised as follows:
l'here should be a 'buffer zone'of 1.5 Kms around the firing range with no residential
properties in that area. Many Tostock houses are well within the 1.5 Km catchment.
Shooting should be limited to 3 hour sessions with a gap of 28 days between sessions.
We must tolerate 6 hour sessions and a 2 week gap if we are lucky.
The noise level should not exceed 60Dba at our property - it always exceeds that
figure.

The activity will only be curbed if Mid Suffolk receives complaints from Tostock
residents. Any one wishing to complain should contact Mr David Harrold on
DavidHA@midsuffolk.gov.uk phone 0144grz4z1B, making a formal complaint and
asking for noise measurements to be made.
